SURVEY OF SPECIES IN THE GENUS PAULOWNIA (PAULOWNIA SIEB. ET ZUCC.)
AND THEIR BIOECOLOGICAL CHARACTERISTICS

Abstract: Seven species comprising the genus Paulownia Sieb. et Zucc and their bioecological
characteristics are surveyed. They are: Paulownia tomentosa (Thunberg) Steudel., Paulownia
elongata S. Y. Hu, Paulownia catalpifolia T. Gong ex D. Y. Hong, Paulownia fortunei (Seemann)
Hemsley in E B. Forbes & Hemsley, Paulownia kawakamii T. Ito, Paulownia fargesii Franchet and
Paulownia taiwaniana T. W. Hu & H. J. Chang. Three of the above species are cultivated in Serbia:
Paulownia tomentosa, Paulownia elongata and Paulownia fortunei. The most and the longest
cultivated species in Serbia is Paulownia tomentosa, but primarily for ornamental purposes, for
urban green spaces. The cultivation of Paulownia elongata and Paulownia fortunei has recently
started in forest plantations.

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SURVEY OF SPECIES IN THE GENUS PAULOWNIA (PAULOWNIA SIEB. ET ZUCC.)
AND THEIR BIOECOLOGICAL CHARACTERISTICS

Summary

This paper presents a survey of the species in the genus Paulownia Sieb. et Zucc, with
special reference to the species which are today cultivated in Serbia. According to literature, the
genus Paulownia includes 7 species: Paulownia tomentosa (Thunberg) Steudel., Paulownia
elongata S. Y. Hu, Paulownia catalpifolia T. Gong ex D. Y. Hong, Paulownia fortunei (Seemann)
Hemsley in E. B. Forbes & Hemsley, Paulownia kawakamii T. Ito, Paulownia fargesii Franchet and
Paulownia taiwaniana T. W. Hu & H. J. Chang. Of the above species, three are cultivated in
Serbia for the time being: Paulownia tomentosa, Paulownia elongata and Paulownia fortunei. All
the species grow in China, but P, fargesi also grows in Vietnam, and P, fortunei grows in Vietnam
and Laos.

Paulovnias are extremely heliophytic tree species. At natural sites in China, the species of the
genus Paulownia grow at places with precipitation ranging from 500 to 3000 mm, but in the areas with
abundant precipitation during the growing season. They are resistant to different temperature
conditions, the northernmost species occur where the January isotherm is -5°C, and some grow in the
areas where summer temperatures exceed 40°C, however they are sensitive to frost. They can grow on
various soil types, but the greatest success is achieved on deep and well drained soils. They can tolerate
the soil salinity up to 1% (Barton, I, Nicholas, I, Eckroyd, C. 2007).

Wood is large ring porous. Sapwood is narrow, greyish-white to brown, heartwood is
reddish-brown or light brown. General characteristics of Paulownia wood are: extraordinarily
light wood, low shrinking, stable structure, longevity, resistance to insect pests and fungi, poor
temperature conductivity and good electrical insulation. Wood density is between balsa and
poplar, it is lighter than any European broadleaf (American Paulownia Association).

In China, Paulownia wood is used for house components that do not require great hardness:
veneering of plywood and poorer-quality wood, furniture, especially drawers (because of wood
properties and resistance to insects), musical instruments, vine barrels, dishes, boxes, crates, carvings.
The most important use is for furniture and veneer boards (Barton, I, Nicholas, I, Eckroyd, C. 2007).
In Japan it is used for tables, furniture, and wooden tea trays. Its seeds are used for oil extraction in
pharmaceutical industry (Badun, S. 1983).

The most and the longest cultivated species in Serbia is Paulownia tomentosa, but primarily
for ornamental purposes, for urban green spaces. As the species in the genus Paulownia are
characterised by very fast growth, they have been increasingly cultivated in forest plantations
worldwide. Paulownia elongata and Paulownia fortunei have recently been introduced to forest
plantation growing in Serbia

Based on the above, it can be concluded that the species in the genus Paulownia are characterised
by extremely fast growth and that in short periods they can produce a high quantity of wood volume,
which recommends them for cultivation in Serbia. An inferior quality of wood compared to indige-
nous tree species can, by all means, be a limiting factor for more extensive growing of these tree spe-
cies in our forestry. The final conclusion on the prospects of more extensive growing of the species in
the genus Paulownia in Serbia should be brought based on the in-depth research of the existing forest
plantations and based on the study of the future plantations at different sites in Serbia.
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
